LAGOON VISTA COMMUNITY IMPROVEMENT ASSOCIATION, INC.   

 BY-LAWS

ARTICLE I   OBJECTIVES
1. The purpose of this organization shall be to create a wholesome means for play and relaxation for the members and their families.

2. To work together eliminating fire hazards for the protection of property.

3. To establish policies governing use of community owned property, (i.e., Blair Park).

4. To cooperate with other organization agencies active in community welfare.

5. This organization shall be a Non-profit organization.

ARTICLE II   SECTION I   MEMBERSHIP

1. Active members shall be property title holders of sub-division Lot 2, Section 24, T-3-S, R-31-W, who shall apply for membership and who shall pay such initiation fee and annual dues and assessments as shall be fixed in accordance with the By-Laws of this Corporation. Condo owners (co-ownership of 1 property) will be considered Associate members, provided one Condo initiation fee has been paid.

2. Associate members shall be limited to tenants and their immediate families of above said property owners.

3. Participation shall include all full dependents of Active Members and Associate Members immediate family.

4. No guests shall be permitted the use of any facilities of the Association unless accompanied by an Active or Associate Member.

5. Membership cards will be issued and must be carried while on the property.

ARTICLE II   SECTION II   VOTING

1. One vote per household for Active members of the association, regardless of the amount of property owned. One vote only in case of co-ownership, regardless of property owned (i.e., Condos= one collective vote).

2. Members, in case of absence, may delegate their vote provided they do so in writing and said agreement is presented to the presiding officer before vote is cast.

3. Associate members shall have no vote or voice in LEGAL matters pertaining to any property owned by the Lagoon Vista Community Improvement Association.

4. Associate members will appoint a representative to vote on general business and elections. This will be one collective vote.

5. A Quorum will consist of 50% of active members, 3 of whom shall be officers, for the transaction of all regular business, including election of officers. Any LEGAL business or DISPOSAL of property shall require approval by 100% of active membership.
ARTICLE II   SECTION III   DUES
1. Dues and Initiation fees will be set by the Board and ratified by a majority vote.

a. Said dues can be adjusted by a majority vote.

b. Due will be paid annually.

2. Associate members (Tenants and Condo owners) will pay the annual dues while in residence, providing the initiation fee has been paid by the property owner.

ARTICLE III   OFFICERS AND THEIR ELECTIONS

1. The officers shall be President, Vice-President, Secretary, and Treasurer.

2. The Board shall consist of these elected officers plus the Associate Member Representative.

3. The Associate Representative shall be selected by the majority of the Associate Members.

4. The officers shall be elected at the annual meeting in March of each year.

5. Term of office – Each officer shall be elected for the term of one year, or until replaced.

6. Candidates for elected officers shall be Residential Active Members.

7. Vacancies shall be filled by the Board to serve until the next regular election.
ARTICLE IV   DUTIES OF OFFICERS
1. President – It shall be the duty of the President to preside at all general meetings and the Board meetings and shall appoint all standing and special committees.

2. Vice-President – It shall be the duty of the Vice-President to preside in the absence of the President, to perform any other duties regularly developing upon the President, in case of absence and/or disability.

3. Secretary – It shall be the duty of the Secretary to keep minutes of all regular and special meetings of the Association and Board. To notify, annually, all members of annual dues and maintain a membership roll.

4. Treasurer – It shall be the duty of the Treasurer to collect dues and any other funds that may be received by the Association and to make disbursements upon the approval of the Board. The Treasurer shall prepare an annual budget and present a financial report at each general meeting.

5. Associate Representative – The Associate Representative shall be an ex-officio member of the Board with power to vote.

6. Board – It shall be the duties of the Board to discuss all matters pertaining to the general welfare or policies of the association. To review applications for active or associate membership and present such applications to the Association for action. The Board shall meet as often as deemed necessary by the President. Three Board members will constitute a quorum.
ARTICLE V   MEETINGS
1. The Annual meeting shall be the second Thursday of March.

2. Special meetings may be called at any time deemed necessary by the Board.

3. Members shall be notified 10 days prior to regular meeting dates. It will be the member responsibility to advise of address or phone changes.

4. Meetings shall be conducted in accordance with Roberts Rules, Revised.
ARTICLE VI   AMENDMENTS
1. Amendments to these By-Laws may be proposed by majority vote of the association. After approving, the new amendment(s) shall be read in the next two open meetings. Following the second reading, the new amendment(s) may be approved, requiring a 3/4ths majority vote of the active membership of the Association. If, however, it is not ratified by the three-fourths vote, it shall be declared lost.

2. If at any time the membership ceases to exist or maintain the property as a park, ownership returns to Escambia County, State of Florida.
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
